It was decided that the meetings will be held every quarter, whereas the focal 

persons may meet once a month. Furthermore, the participants were also of the view that it was 

important to forge linkages between think tanks and government departments, as well as 

universities. Moreover, it is important to work at the grass root level and be proactive in research 

and topic selection to help build a better narrative of Pakistan. It is important that along with 

internal, the external audience also needs to be addressed. 

Pakistan-China Institute has volunteered to host the next meeting, while IPRI has offered to host 

the meeting following the next.
